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Abstract

Newly discovered and described here are: Hippotis brevistipula M. Calderén, found from
northeastern Ecuador and distinguished from H. triflora by its small stipules; and H. hirsutissima
M. Calderdn, found from central Peru and distinguished from H. brevipes Spruce ex K. Schum.
and H. triflora Ruiz & Pav. by its longer trichomes on the abaxial side of the leaves and its
unlobed calyx.
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Resumen

Las nuevas especies Hippotis brevistipula, colectada en el noreste de Ecuador e Hippotis
hirsutissima, colectada en San Martin, Per( son descritas. H. brevistipula se distingue de H.
triflora por sus estipulas pequefias. H. hirsutissima se distingue de H. brevipes y H. triflora pero
se distingue por sus tricomas mas largos en el lado abaxial de las hojas y su caliz sin l6bulos.
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
