
Family: Fumariaceae [Gleason and
Cronquist 1991], Papaveraceae
[Judd et al. 2007]

Other name: Lamprocapnos
spectabilis

Notes: Dicentra spectabilis is non-
native in Indiana.
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Leaf to 20 cm, nearly as wide as long, arising from the stem.
Perennial herb to 0.6 m, the inflorescence
arising from the stem. Pasture.

Petals 4, 2 outer 2–16 mm, deep pink or rose-
purple, 2 smaller inner ones, white; sepals 2,
usually fallen by flowering; stamens 6; ovary
1, style 1 with 2 wings below the stigma.
Blooms May 4–8.
